You will view theatre foyers, the
auditorium, dressing rooms, backstage and our outstanding Museum of Performing
Arts. Tour duration is 2 hrs and are available Monday to Friday 10:00am — 4:00pm for
groups of 10 to 30 and all visitors receive printed information on the Theatre’s history,
as a memento of their visit. The tour package can also include refreshments in the
Barre Lounge Café (Ground Floor). Payment on the day to AEG OGDEN (Perth) Pty
Ltd. A Lift for the Disabled operates from the Ground Floor foyer to Museum of
Performing Arts/Down Stairs at the Maj.
